Pilots who have trained overseas and obtained their

PPL or CPL from ICAO-approved countries are able to
have their licence (and ratings) converted, but

understanding the requirements can be confusing. Our

process.

Conversion from an ICAO licence requires both theory and
practical flight training. Depending on your current licence
and experience, you may require conversion training for
instrument, commercial and/or multi-engine flying.
